Jo Reed was very active in the Germantown Community. She was an active member of St. George’s
Episcopal Church in Germantown, senior citizen groups, the Germantown Performing Arts Center, Shelby
County Republican Women, a charter member and past president of the English Meadows Homeowners’
Association and member of the Germantown Environmental Commission.

Jo Reed was active in many other ways in our community without publicity. She spent countless hours
assisting at City Hall with various tasks, such as stuffing envelopes, addressing mailings, helping with
census projects, volunteering for Amnesty Days, and countless other projects. She was also a regular at
City meetings, rarely missing a Board of Mayor and Aldermen meeting.

Jo Reed did whatever was needed to serve her community. This was usually done behind the scenes
with little fan fare or notoriety.

Killed by a car on Poplar Pike in May 1996 while pulling up illegally placed garage sale signs from lawns,
Jo died as she had lived, caring for her community.
